• Children can read any book they want from thousands of fictional stories, information books on popular topics, 

graphic novels, and comics, as well as eBooks and eAudio books. Our collections include books that are dyslexia-

friendly and suitable for reluctant readers. 

• Our Libraries are all FREE – It’s free to join, free to borrow books and no charges for the late return of books.
